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Jesus then said,
"I will be with you a little while longer,
and then I am going...” (John 7:33a)

I will be with you a little while longer, and then I am going to my next Pastorate
at the South Church in Andover, Massachusetts. It has not escaped my attention that
when a Pastor leaves, there is the potential for some members to fade away. There are
members, I have been told, who are here because of me. While that is personally
flattering, it is not the right reason to be here. More than ever, you are needed here to
help undergird the church and carry it forward into a healthy future.

Every time the word church is used in the Bible, underneath it is the word
ekklesia. Ekklesia is an ancient word. Before the Bible, it meant simply any gathering or
assembly of people. In the New Testament, it always came to mean the gathering of
God’s people. They were the ekklesia when they gathered to worship, and they were the
ekklesia when they scattered to serve.

The church is not the building, the bylaws, the history, or the organization. The
church is the people. There are right reasons and wrong reasons to come to church. The
right reason is to come to worship, to gather with others who also desire to know God
better and to love God more. Come because you are His. Come that God may be
glorified. Come to be spiritually renewed. Come to be the Community of Faith.

Transitions can feel like a time of floundering, confusion, and uncertainty. That
describes perfectly the mood following Jesus’ resurrection. He was gone and his
followers fizzled and faded away. It was not until Pentecost when the Holy Spirit blew
into their lives that they were energized to rise up and go forward to start the Christian
Church. If this congregation embraces the leading of the Holy Spirit, it too will rise up
and be energized. That is the #1 key to the next phase of your life together.

I will be with you a little while longer and will be working with the church leaders
and the RI Conference to prepare for a smooth, successful transition. You will honor me
if you hang in there and work together to continue building the faithful ekklesia that the
Kingston Congregational Church has become.

Norma Hench Hagist

Norma and her three brothers grew up outside of Philadelphia in a rural area. Her father died when she
was young and the family had a difficult time during the Depression. Her three brothers served during World
War II and Norma hoped to attend college. Fortunately, an aunt paid for her tuition to attend Westminster
College in Pennsylvania. Westminster College had a strong religious emphasis. Norma took secretarial courses
there for two years becoming very interested in mission work. Due to this interest she did mission work in
Khartoum in the Sudan and in Egypt during the next two years, 1947 and 1948. This involved secretarial work
and teaching. Norma returned home in 1948.

She married Warren Hagist in 1949. Warren had been a high school classmate. They moved to
Cambridge, MA while Warren worked on his graduate degree at Harvard. After he completed his degree he was
offered a job at the University of Rhode Island in the College of Engineering. He took the job planning to stay for
one year but the stay lengthened to over 40 years. During that time Norma did temporary secretarial work at the
University. Warren and Norma had five children. Their little girl died when she was only two and one son died
in an accident.

They bought a farm with a lot of land on Slocum Road. It included a wonderful old house dating back to
the early 1800°s. The house kept them busy since it needed a lot of work. They still live there. One of their sons
lives next door. All of their children are musical and have learned to play a musical instrument. It is fortunate
that Norma and Warren have a large barn for them to practice without disturbing neighbors. Today they have
seven grandchildren and all live nearby.

Norma has been involved in an incredible number of activities, among them the South County Players
and today she is President of the oldest Antique Car Club in the United States. She has been President of the
Pettaquamscutt Historical Society and Warren has been active at the South County Museum. Warren has repaired
many old clocks and melodeons for the Museum. Both of them are interested in history. Norma took flying
lessons which she found difficult but earned her flying license in 1981. She said flying opened up a whole new
world for her. Norma and a friend took many cross country trips viewing much of the country. They entered six
of the Powder Puff Derby races. She told me of planning their routes using huge aeronautical charts spread out on
the floor of the Church House. That must have been an interesting new use for the Church House!

She says these trips changed her life and inspired her to travel with Warren. They took two or three trips
a year to see places Norma wanted to see before she dies. They made 55 trips to countries fulfilling this dream.
They have visited the British Isles, Europe, Eastern Europe, and seven trips to Hawaii! Some of this travel was
also due to Warren’s three sabbaticals. The first one was to Colorado where Norma wrote a weekly column from
an outsider’s viewpoint in a local paper. The second was to Norway, a country they grew to love, and the third to
Scotland.

Somehow, during all this activity raising children and working on a house, Norma managed to earn a
Bachelor’s degree in Business at URI. Later she completed a Master’s degree in Sociology. For the next ten
years she taught Sociology at CCRI at the Warwick and Lincoln campuses as well as other locations.

Today she and Warren have cut back on travel after Warren’s severe bout with Lyme disease. The
problem with ticks has ended Norma’s favorite walks through their land. Now they attend sessions of Elder
Hostel within driving distances. Norma and Warren joined our church in 1952. Norma’s church activities have
included being the Chair of Women’s Fellowship, Church Clerk and Registrar, Sunday school teacher, and
singing in the church choir. She and Warren will celebrate their 60" wedding anniversary June 30™!
