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“He makes me lie down in green pastures.”  (Psalm 23:2a) 

 
 As shepherd to a flock (you!), I enjoy watching sheep in the fields as I drive 
around South County.  There were no sheep in the suburbs where I grew up.  What I 
know of sheep, I’ve learned by reading or talking with those who have kept sheep.  
Though I am a student of modern culture and have not lingered far from the cutting edge 
of technology, I am intrigued by pastoral images of the Bible, like my favorite:  The 23rd 
Psalm.   
 
 Consider the verse “He makes me lie down in green pastures.”  Phillip Keller, a 
modern sheep manager and author of A Shepherd Looks at Psalm 23 explains: 

The strange thing about sheep is that because of their very make-up it is almost 
impossible for them to be made to lie down unless four requirements are met: 

1. Owing to their timidity they refuse to lie down unless they are free of fear. 
2. Because of the social behavior within a flock, sheep will not lie down 

unless they are free from friction with others. 
3. If tormented by flies or parasites, sheep will not lie down.  Only when free 

of these pests can they relax. 
4. Sheep will not lie down as long as they feel in need of finding food.  They 

must be free from hunger. 
 
 That sounds similar to what keeps us from being able to find peace in our lives.  
Your fears, friction with others, the small pests that bug you, and your hungers can 
prevent you from being able to lie down in green pastures. 
 
 Keller, as a sheep owner, noted that “Nothing so quieted and reassured the sheep 
as to see me in the field…  Whenever I came into view and my presence attracted their 
attention, the sheep quickly forgot their foolish rivalries and stopped their fighting.  The 
shepherd’s presence made all the difference in their behavior.” 

 
 He is thinking here about God:  The Lord is my Shepherd.  When a person of faith 
has a keen awareness that the heavenly Shepherd is present nearby, fear is dispelled, 
friction is reduced, and hungers are satisfied.  “When my eyes are on my Master,” writes 
Keller, “they are not on those around me.  This is the place of peace.” 
 
 Lift up your eyes to the presence of your Shepherd nearby.  May the Shepherd 
attract your attention and come into your view as he makes you to lie down in green 
pastures.

M/S/P to adopt the Agenda for today as presented. 
 
M/S/P to accept the Minutes of the Kingston Congregational Church, UCC  Annual Meeting, January 
28, 2007 as presented. 
 
TREASURER’S REPORT     BEN SMITH 
1. The $9500 surplus for 2006 will be applied to the Painting Escrow Fund. 
2. The Income deficit can be adjusted to $3000-$4000 due to savings in Utilities and Insurance.   
3. The remaining funds to be transferred from the endowment for the first quarter will be entered when the 
check is received. 
It was M/S/P to accept the Treasurer’s Report as presented. 
 
STEWARDSHIP     KEN KERMES 
1. The Stewardship campaign for 2007 has been closed out.  190 pledges were received for 2007 compared 
to 225 pledges three to four years ago.  This parallels the experience of other churches.  We have received 
$260,000 toward our 2007 pledge goal of $270,000. 
2. The Stewardship Committee has met with the Church Council.  A special meeting is planned to explore 
the challenge and try to achieve an increase in pledges.  Ken noted that the Nominating Committee is 
looking for candidates to fill openings on the Stewardship Committee. 
 
TRUSTEES     RICHARD SHAW   
1. An expected grant of $5000 from the Potter Fund will be used to upgrade and repair the lightning 
protection system of the church.  The estimate, so far, is $7700. 
2. Wayne Lee’s students have determined that the top section of the steeple tilts 2.6 degrees.  A structural 
engineer will be engaged to determine how much work needs to be done.  The cost is not known yet. 
 
DEACONS     FRANK LENOX 
1. Kevin Munroe, Assistant to the Pastor, and Judith Scott will fill in during John’s sabbatical this summer.  
Kevin has agreed to fill in in 2008 as well which requires an extension of his contract.   
M/S/P to extend Kevin Munroe’s contract as Assistant to the Pastor to August, 2008. 
2. The Deacons have enjoyed working with Judith Scott.  Her examination for ordination will take place at 
KCC on June 3, 2007.  Members of the congregation are welcome to attend. 
3. The Deacons are looking for two people willing to coordinate Coffee Hour.  Contact Frank Lenox or a 
Deacon if you are interested. 
           
CHRISTIAN EDUCATION   JACK BELIVEAU 
1. The Adult Ed Parenting Series will be held May 6, 13 and 20, 2007 
2. A Youth Council is being formed.  The first meeting is June 3, 2007.  One task will be to develop a plan 
to even out the size of confirmation classes. 
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BOARD OF MISSION AND SOCIAL JUSTICE   JIM FINDLAY 
1. The  BOM/SJ chaired by Tina Letcher and the Peace and Justice Task Force chaired by Terry Schimmel 
co-sponsored the Emig Lecture in February.  Reverend Delle McCormick, guest speaker, preached the 
sermon and led a presentation and discussion of her work in Chiapas, Mexico after the service. 
2. They also planned and sponsored an Ecumenical Peace Service in March which was held in the 
sanctuary.  Representatives of the Baha’i, Buddist, Jewish, Roman Catholic, Episcopal, Lutheran and 
Muslim, UCC, Quaker and other faiths participated in this event attended by over 100 persons.  
3. This Fall the P&J Task Force will provide information to the  congregation about the work of the 
National UCC Justice and Witness Ministry which has a Washington, DC office and monitors legislation.  
The task force is looking for additional members. 
4. The Environmental Task Force presented two movies: An Inconvenient Truth and Troubled Waters. 
 
WOMEN’S FELLOWSHIP   HELEN ROWE-DRAKE 
1. The Kingston Fair Bake Sale is May 19.  There will be no lunch this year. Baked goods  and sandwiches 
can be dropped off at the church on Friday, May 18 between 12-2 and 4-7pm.

Summer Suggestions that are Kind to the Environment  
 1. Instead of paper plates at your summer picnics try reusable picnic ware. 
 
 2. If you use plastic utensils, wash and reuse them instead of throwing them out. 
 
 3. Save energy and money by hanging clothes on the line instead of using your dryer. 
 
 4. Cut your lawn on a higher setting, if you must water it, do so in the evening, and water 
no more than once a week to let the roots go deep. You get a healthier lawn and use less 
water.  Try planting more areas with ground cover and you'll have less to mow.  This will 
save time and fuel. One of my neighbors with a relatively small lawn and two able bodied 
teenagers purchased a push mower! 
 
 5. With warmer weather and more daylight you can get out and walk more. Do some of 
your errands on foot. You'll save energy and get some exercise at the same time. When 
was the last time you walked down Main Street in Wakefield? If you have 2 errands in 
the same part of town, don't move your car...walk from one to the other. 
 
 6. When you fill your gas tank, do so during the relative cool of the morning...in the heat 
of the day some of the gas vaporizes and adds to air pollution. 
 
 7. Don't use harsh chemicals like round-up and use lawn fertilizer products or Chem 
Lawn with caution – it gets into the ground water supply. Love your weeds or do the 
work by hand to dig them out with a small, long handled shovel.
